The Sarnia Primary Control Group (SPCG) met electronically with staff from 
Lambton Public Health (LPH), Bluewater Health, and Point Edward regarding 

developments related to COVID -19.  

Lambton Public Health  

Effective t oday,  Group 2  of essential frontline workers who cannot work from 

home (according to the Provinceôs Phase 2  immunization rollout) are now 
eligible  to book  a COVID -19 vaccination appointment . This includes grocery 

store, restaurant, transportation, and construction workers.  Note: you 
must live or work in Lambton County to register for your vaccine in 

the region.  Individuals with Highest -Risk, High -Risk and A t -Risk  health 
conditions  such as dementia and diabetes may also continue to  register  for 

their immunization appointments.  

Beginning on Thursday, May 13, individuals 40 years of age and older (or 

those who are turning 40 in 2021) are also permitted to book their 

vaccination appointments.  

In addition, the Province is adding  High -Risk Healthcare Workers , dialysis 

patients and all First Nations, Inuit and Metis ind ividuals to the list of those 
eligible to receive a second dose of the COVID -19 vaccine earlier than the 

extended four -month interval.  Booking details are in process and more 

information will be provided soon.  

If youôre eligible and would like to book your vaccination go to Lambton 
Public Healthôs registration  page.  Please be patient, clinics are booking 

quickly. If clinics are fully booked, check back often, a dditional clinics will be 

open for booking as vaccine supply is confirmed.

The Province has updated the list of who will be eligible to book an 

appointment to receive the COVID -19 vaccine.   

Eligibl e individuals can schedule an appointment through the  provincial 

booking system , or directly through public health units that use their own 
booking system. This builds upon the eligibility of those aged 18 and over in 

hot spot areas and is aligned with  the rollout  announced on May 2, 2021.

The Ontario government, in partnership with the federal government and the 
Ontario Chamber of Commerce, has launched the COVID -19 Rapid Screening 

Initiative  for small and medium -sized businesses across the province. 
Ontario has also released  guidance  for individuals or organizations that 

choose to participate in COVID -19 testing that falls outside of the public 
health care system, to ensure there is app ropriate oversight and consumer 

protection and that public resources are supporting public health initiatives.  

To contact participating local chambers of commerce and boards of trade 
about the COVID -19 Rapid Screening Initiative, visit the  Ontario Chamber of 

Commerce . 

The Provincial Stay -at -Home Order is in effect until May 20, 2021 and 

the  COVID -19 Response Framework: Keeping Ontario Safe and Open  
(colour -coded zones) remains paused . These measures have been put in 

place to help stop the rapid transmission of COVID -19 variants in 

communities, protect hospital capacity and save lives.  

The Stay -at -Home Order requires everyone to remain a t home except for 
essential purposes, such as going to the grocery store or pharmacy, 

accessing health care services (including getting vaccinated), for outdoor 

exercise, or for work that cannot be done remotely.  

It is strongly recommended to avoid all non -essential travel. Travel from 

Manitoba or Quebec into Ontario is also restricted. Exemptions will only be 
allowed for specified reasons.  For more information: https://covid -
